They come to JRH searching for that “something more” that

will give them more hope, more meaning, more direction and more joy.

This desire in our hearts for something more is not just restlessness but a reflection of God’s desire to

share more of God’s own life with us. Retreats are an opportunity to deepen our awareness of the “more” that

God is offering us throughout our lives. For me an example of that “something more” occurred as I lay on a

gurney in the ER of Aurora Hospital on Sept 29th. I was waiting for the results of tests which led to the removal

of my gallbladder by laparoscopy the next morning. I was aware of receiving a grace that I have often prayed for

but did not expect to receive. I experienced the freedom to entrust my life to God at a whole new level.

As we were planning the capital campaign, a marketing person asked “why do people who make a retreat

at JRH return 10 or even 25 times? Isn’t one enough?” Fr. Dick suggested an answer. The desire for something

more draws people here for the first time. The experience of a retreat ignites a growing desire for deepening that

something more as well as confidence that Jesus is fulfilling his promise: “I have come that you might have life

and have it more abundantly.” (Jn10:10)
